This project will count as three  Project Grades---in addition to the individual due dates listed below.  
Suggested topics to choose from and narrow (you may choose one not listed):
1. Women's Movement
2. Civil Rights Movement
3. Consumer Movement
4. Anti-War Movement
5. Environmental Movement 
6. Student Movements
7. Labor Movement
8. Child Rights Movement

Your Task: A Presentation and a Reflection Paper:
1. To research about "how" the movement made progress. What strategies were used? What worked, what didn't work? What work is left to be done for the movement?
2. To create a PowerPoint presentation illustrating how & why your movement was successful and what work is left to be done. Your audience is your fellow students. 10-12 slide minimum.

Project Process
1. Collaboration: you will work with no more then two other members (groups of 3 maximum)
You will collaborate on:
1. Refining the topic 
2. Developing the questions for your topic
3. Design scheme for PowerPoint  
4. Report to each other and share information
5. Edit your teammates' writing on the slides
2. Individually: You are responsible for:
1. Participation in the collaborative process
2. Writing your section of the project
3. Writing your reflection paper (1-2 pages). Specific format to follow

Due Dates - Assessments
