Civic Participation Activities
Participation Activities

In order to apply the content of this course, students are required to complete a combination of these activities totaling 50 points each marking period (you must complete at least one activity every 5 weeks). You cannot wait until the end of the marking period to complete the activities.  The participation activities will account for 20% of each Marking Period Grade.  Evidence for each activity will be discussed in class.  No credit will be awarded without appropriate evidence of completion. Evidence must be through Turnitin.com if typed. Late Policy: late work will be accepted for a maximum of 50% (no later than 1week).

5 pts - Register to Vote.
5 pts - Attend a court proceeding.
10 pts - Write a letter to a local, state, or federal legislator about a current or proposed public policy.
10 pts - Design, distribute, and analyze a survey on your topic.
10 pts - Contact a non-profit agency and obtain written information on your policy topic.
10 pts - Write a letter to the editor of a local paper.
10 pts - Follow a public official or political candidate on social media, submit 5 proofs of threads through turnitin.com. 

10 pts - Look online and compare the materials available there on property tax assessments between three states.  
10 pts - Attend a meeting of a local government body (school board, town board, city council, county legislature).
10 pts - Use news coverage to tally the results of a local, state, or national election on a chart.
20 pts - Arrange a guest speaker for class (relating to your societal problem/policy).
20 pts - Volunteer for any community service organization or event (2 hrs. = 10 pts with a maximum of 30 pts).
20 pts - Visit a local, state, or federal agency and interview the supervisor.
20 pts - Attend/participate in a Building Leadership Team meeting or other approved school committee.
20 pts - Watch/listen to a campaign debate and score the candidates.
20 pts - Create a children’s book on how to become a political candidate.

20 pts - Interview a local government official, appointed or elected.
20 pts - Visit a political campaign office and interview a campaign coordinator.
25 pts - Listen to a State of the Union or State of the State message and evaluate for the class.
30 pts - Volunteer for a political campaign (2 hrs. = 10 pts with a maximum of 30 pts).
30 pts - Read and complete the assignment for the novel Vote for Larry by Janet Toshjian

             (Counts for two participation activities).
30 pts - Research a current event through three different media sources and compare the difference in content and bias. 

30 pts - Research a political topic, watch a movie on the topic, and write a critique of the movie.

30 pts - Read a trade book. Ex: The Nine Jeffery Toobin
